About the Epilepsy Foundation of Northeastern New York, Inc.
The Epilepsy Foundation of Northeastern New York, Inc. (EFNENY) was founded by a mother of a child with epilepsy.  This mother established the first office out of her house, and meetings were held at her dining room table.  Her goal was to provide support for other families affected by epilepsy, and learn as much as she could about the disorder in order to help her own family.

The organization incorporated in 1981 as the “Epilepsy Association of the Capital District.”  The first professional staff were hired thanks to a family support services grant from the NYS Office of Mental Retardation and Developmental Disabilities, and offices were established in Albany.  The territory served included 9 counties in the Capital Region – Albany, Schenectady, Rensselaer, Saratoga, Columbia, Greene, Fulton, Montgomery and Schoharie.  In 1997, the organization expanded its territory to include 10 counties in the North Country, and changed the name to Epilepsy Foundation of Northeastern New York, Inc.  In 2005, the organization expanded its territory again to include three counties in the Upper Hudson Valley.  EFNENY now serves 22 counties in New York including Albany, Clinton, Columbia, Dutchess, Essex, Franklin, Fulton, Hamilton, Herkimer, Greene, Jefferson, Lewis, Montgomery, Rensselaer, St. Lawrence, Saratoga, Schenectady, Schoharie, Sullivan, Ulster, Warren, and Washington.

The Epilepsy Foundation of NENY is an independent affiliate of the national Epilepsy Foundation.  EFNENY is a non-profit organization whose mission is to provide education and advocacy services for people affected by epilepsy and seizure disorders in the communities of Northeastern New York.  Over the past twenty-five years, this organization has grown from a small grassroots volunteer-led organization to a multi-service organization, spanning 22 counties in northeastern New York, staffed by sixteen professionals who serve thousands of individuals with epilepsy every year.  It is estimated that 45,000 residents of Northeastern New York are living with epilepsy.  
Every day, residents of Northeastern New York face the physical, emotional, and social uncertainties of epilepsy.  To help them better understand the condition, and deal with the consequences of having a seizure disorder, EFNENY offers individuals with epilepsy, their families, caregivers, and friends the following services:
