$10 pays for two mailings to an epilepsy self help group.   These groups help break the social isolation many persons with epilepsy experience.

$15 funds one month on the Internet.  A must for information updates and communications with patients who have computers.

$25 is the purchase of thirty informational brochures to clients.

$60 pays for transportation for two people with epilepsy, who do not drive, to a physician

$75 fund one month of long distance calls, which enable EFVA to return clients’ calls statewide.

$80 pays for 1000 copies of our informational newsletter

$100 pays for 34 copies of EFVA’s first aid poster for day care center providers.

$150 provides for any epilepsy related emergency assistance.

$500 enables EFVA to provide a full day training sessions, including lunch for all support group coordinators

$1,000 instructs persons with epilepsy on the importance of taking their medicine on time.   Thereby they decrease their chances of hurting themselves and costing the community a lot in emergency services.
